LDLT who are the Admission authority were informed yesterday that due to amalgamation, all
current students of Holy Trinity Infant School must formally apply for a place at the newly formed
Holy Trinity Primary School for the academic year 2025/2026.

We understand that this application process may bring feelings of anxiety or concern but it is a
necessary procedure to ensure accurate enrolment numbers, appropriate class placements, and to
facilitate a smooth transition for all students into the new school structure. We want to assure you
that all current pupils on roll at Holy Trinity Infant School who re-apply will be guaranteed a
place at Holy Trinity Primary School. This includes those who were allocated a Reception place
at Holy Trinity Infant School for September 2025 prior to its closure as part of the formal
amalgamation process (this applies to in-year applications submitted post-closure).
