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Reception Homework 

At Holy Trinity we have taken time to consider the implementation of our homework policy. We are determined to ensure that homework set for pupils is meaningful, purposeful and supportive of the learning pupils are currently focusing on in school.
Homework should support progress and consolidate learning, whilst also giving parents the opportunity to participate in their child’s learning and develop a supportive home-school partnership.  
Phonics
Each week your child will be sent home with a new phonics sheet. These sheets are to help your child consolidate learning they have been doing within school. The sheets are designed for you to support your child with remembering the phonemes which match the graphemes, as well as providing some of the orally blended words we have been working on within our phonics lessons. When using these sheets, ask the children what the sound is and ask them to help you blend the word together.
Reading
We are excited to share that we have secured some funding for phonic resources which will allow us to send home the same books that your child reads in school. Your child will bring home a Little Wandle reading book every Friday. The purpose of this is to fully align our home reading books with our phonics scheme and to give your child a chance to share the joy of reading with you at home.
This isn't a new book, but one that your child will already be familiar with. They'll have read it at least three times during our reading practice sessions throughout the week at school. This repetition is key to building reading fluency, which helps them read more smoothly and confidently.
The goal is to reinforce the great work they've been doing in class and celebrate their progress with you. 
Please return the book in their book bag on Monday so we can continue our reading practice at school.
As explained in the parents’ phonics information meeting we understand that things can get occasionally lost, but these books are valuable learning resources. If a book is not returned, a £5 charge will be applied to contribute towards the cost of a replacement.
At the beginning of Reception, children will be sent home a wordless reading book, where you and your child will read the pictures, tell a story from what you see and ask questions. 
Once your child has progressed and is able to independently recognise phonemes for a number of letters and orally segment and blend a number of words, they will be given a decoding book, specific to their current phonic understanding.
Finally, there is a ‘Whole School Challenge’, which is a challenge for all pupils to engage with at a level appropriate to them. The whole school challenge will be on the Reception class page on the website and will change half-termly.  At the end of every half-term, all pupils will have the chance to enter their whole school challenge homework into a competition!  To get the new year off to a flying start we would like you to join in with our 'Extreme Read' competition. Send in a photo (printed or emailed) of you reading in unusual and interesting places.
A few organisational points
· Homework books will be provided to collect all home learning together in one place
· Homework books should be handed in each Thursday for staff to look at and will be given back to the children each Friday
· Rewards for excellent effort will be given out throughout the term
· Staff will monitor homework each week. They will check pupils are engaging and recognise excellent effort (based on their knowledge of pupils on an individual basis). Teachers will give verbal feedback and/or stamps and stickers to acknowledge effort on a regular basis throughout the half-term
· Tips and links will be added to class pages on the school website regularly!
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
