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        Activities to support Reception Homework 

Ideas to help support your child with their phonics homework. If you need any more support or advice, please ask.
· Write the weekly letters (graphemes) on paper and stick up in the house/garden. Ask children ‘Can you find ….’
· Write down graphemes or tricky words and place them at the side of the stairs. Ask children to read them as they climb the stairs.
· Practise letter formation in your homework book, encouraging children to hold their pencil correctly and start writing in the correct place.
· Practise letter formation or writing suggested words using chalk outside, in a tray of glitter/flour using their index finger or paint brush. 
· Sound out a suggested word – ‘c-a-t,’ encourage children to sound it out, ‘c-a-t,’ then to blend it back together ‘cat.’
· Play a game of ‘I spy’ using the suggested sounds.
· Make the words using magnetic letters/flashcards or letters (graphemes) written on paper. 

Pencil Grip
We encourage children to use their ‘pinchy fingers’ when holding the pencil.
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
